KEY HOLDER AGREEMENT/CODE OF CONDUCT (Page 1)
Version: September 3 2018
This agreement covers conditions for hiring the Wellington Table Tennis Stadium for the agreed time period between Table Tennis Wellington (TTW) and the Key Holder. Both parties agree as follows:
1. The hire charge is as set for the Key Holder by TTW or as agreed with the Stadium Manager (see page 2).
2. The Key Holder can only admit one other player into the Stadium (as the partner) unless also operating under a Group Hire Agreement.  Responsibility for the player is with the Key Holder.
3. Only one table (if any are available) can be used per Key Holder unless also operating under a Group Hire Agreement.  There is a first-come first-served claim over one table per key.  The table must be relinquished to the longest waiting Key Holder after two hours.
4.
General Stadium Usage:

i)
Table usage cannot be concurrent with other whole-stadium bookings unless expressly permitted by the booking manager.  Bookings are listed on the TTW website stadium calendar.

ii)
Leave the stadium doors closed and locked unless the stadium is otherwise open for a club session, other public event, or if actively monitoring entry as agreed with the Stadium Manager.
iii)
The Key Holder is liable for damage to the stadium, accidents, or loss of personal property caused by the Key Holder, the Key Holder’s admitted player, or anyone admitted to the premises by the Key Holder or the Key Holder’s party.

iv)
The Key Holder shall not sublet the stadium under any circumstances.

v)
After each session the stadium shall be left in a clean, tidy and secure condition.  An extra fee may be charged if it is found that other than normal cleaning is required.

vi)
Smoking in and around the Stadium is not permitted.
vii)
Any member of the TTW Executive Committee or appointee shall have the right of access to all parts of the Stadium at all times for any purpose.

5.
A breach of the agreement/code of conduct may result in the removal of the key and termination of the Key Holder’s agreement re use of the Stadium.  Further disciplinary action may also be taken by the TTW Executive Committee.
6. A $25 (incl GST) fee will be charged to the Key Holder for a lost Stadium key.
7.
TTW can terminate the Key Holder Agreement with 7 days’ notice.  A pro-rata refund of paid fees will be paid to the Key Holder within 14 days of the return of the key.
8.
The Key Holder can terminate the Key Holder Agreement with 7 days’ notice.  A pro-rata refund of paid fees will be paid to the Key Holder within 14 days of the return of the key based on converting the paid fees to a monthly term rate basis over the hire period of the payment (if the hire term was more than monthly).
