CONDITIONS OF ENTRY
All players submitting entries for the tournament will be deemed to have read and accepted the conditions under

which the tournament events are to be conducted.

Players must be a member of an association affiliated with Table Tennis New Zealand (TTNZ) and meet the age and
eligibility requirements set out in this prospectus.

Eligible Player:

(a) A player born in New Zealand and holds New Zealand Passport.

OR

(b) A player who holds a New Zealand Passport and has served their waiting period on the ITTF Eligibility
Register

An Ineligible Player is:

(a) A player not born in New Zealand.

(b) A player not born in New Zealand and on the ITTF eligibility register but has not completed their waiting
period.

(c) Any player Under 13 years of age is NOT eligible for “Open” qualifier spots.

A player list must be sent to TTNZ at close of entry to confirm all players entered are eligible according to the
above conditions of entry. Anyone who does not meet the above conditions of entry will be removed from the
event.

REGULATIONS AND TOURNAMENT REFEREE

The tournament will be conducted in accordance with the current Laws of Table Tennis and ITTF Rules and Regula-
tions. A national level referee will be appointed (TBC). The referee decisions are final.

ENTRY INFORMATION

Players may only enter one event per day.Players may enter a maximum of 2 events, being U15 and
U19. or U19 and Open. A player may not enter U15 and Open or U19 and B grade as these events will
clash. Players must be aware there may be a very demanding schedule should they choose to play 2
event categories . A player can enter Open and B Grade Singles as they are on different days.

WITHDRAWALS AND REFUND PROCESS

Any withdrawals after close of entry are not entitled to a refund. The only exception is due to COVID-19 related
reasons, outlined in the TTNZ COVID-19 Policy, in which case a full refund for entry fees will be given. TTNZ have no
responsibility for other incurred costs for the participant.
